A proposal for the ‘Sculptural Possibilities’ exhibition at Cupola Gallery

‘A king of infinite space’ presents a dreamscape, a place of imagination and infinity.

When you first encounter the space you see an enclosure, you may see a crowd wandering within it but the space is obviously limited.  
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When you enter the space you see infinity.
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The space is simply constructed from eight panels, 2000mm x 1500mm of 5/6mm see-thru Acrylic mirror, attached to a 100mm square section frame.  It could be built to accommodate any space that allows room for one or two people to move around inside.  It would lose the sense of confinement if it got any bigger.  The size illustrated has a 3000mm square footprint.
